David Suzuki visits school

Renowned Canadian 

environmentalist and scientist David 

Suzuki visited Brampton to officially 

open his namesake school and 

speak with students.

Suzuki was the featured speaker at 

the official opening ceremonies this 

week at David Suzuki Secondary 

School. He also took in some of the 

activities at EcoBuzz, an annual 

conference organized by the Peel 

Environmental Youth Alliance and 

EcoSource.

The the day-long conference 

features exhibitors and workshops 

selected to raise student awareness 

about environmental issues and offer 

suggestions on how to become 

environmental activists. More than 

350 students from 46 schools were 

expected to attend.

Fittingly, this year’s conference was 

held at the Daviselm Drive high 

school. It is the first secondary 

school in Canada to be named for Suzuki.

“It is an honour to have a school named after me as an indication of a commitment to a green future,” he has said.

The school has partnered with the Credit Valley Conservation Authority and is planning a Specialist High Skills 

Major program in environmental studies.

“Our school’s namesake is a constant reminder to youth and the community of our interdependence with nature,” 

said Principal Jeanne Gray. “Students at David Suzuki Secondary School will benefit from a school-wide focus on 

the environment, inspired by one of Canada’s greatest heroes.”

Suzuki spoke to students in the morning and parents, community members and teachers in the afternoon. He also 

toured the building and visited with students at the EcoBuzz conference.

“All across Canada, young people are concerned about the quality of their environment and futures,” Suzuki has 

said. “Schools can be examples of a new relationship with our surroundings as they become more efficient in their 

use of energy and water, and reduce the amount of waste and pollution, and create yards that are filled with plants 

and animals.”

He is co-founder of the David Suzuki Foundation, is an award-winning scientist, environmentalist and broadcaster. 

He has won numerous academic awards and holds 24 honourary degrees in Canada, the U.S. and Australia.
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David Suzuki does NOT deserve to have ANY 
school named after him.
